Home Clinics by Dave Biondi

Saturday, August 18, 2001, 10:30am

Dave Biondi will present a clinic on Techniques For Painting Flat Car Decks For a More Realistic Appearance.  The maximum number Dave can accommodate is 8 so register as soon as possible for this clinic.

Sunday, September 16, 2001, 2:00pm

Jim Long will present a clinic called, “A Tale of Two Cities on The Eire & Cumberland, ”

And will demonstrate the use of buildings as a scenic divider between the towns of Erickson and Denise Valley on Jim’s Erie & Cumberland RR. The maximum number Jim can accommodate in 8 so register early…

Jim says he is planning to have people design and build a divider out of paper mockups of buildings, which is the technique he used.  He will then compare the clinician’s ideas to his own and incorporate the winning ideas into his layout.

Note:  Jim does excellent work; therefore, this should be a great clinic…DB

Saturdays, September 22 / 29, 9:30pm

Howard Lloyd will present a two-part clinic on Learning to scratch build with Styrene. Howard will guide the clinicians in the construction of an HO scale model of Wilderville, Oregon station on the California and Oregon Coast Railroad.  Everyone takes home a completed model of the station, but you have to attend both sessions to complete the model.  The clinic will be presented in Howard’s home in Los Gatos.

The Twist? Preference will be given to people who sign up in pairs, preferably a mentor and mentee (i.e.:  father and son, uncle and niece, older friend and young person, etc.). 

This could be quality bonding time and fun too!  No experience necessary.  

Material Cost:  There will be a five-dollar fee per participant to cover the cost of materials.  

The maximum number Howard can handle is 8 (four pairs) and he needs a minimum of four (two pairs) to do the clinic.  

What a great family opportunity!  Register early!  This clinic could fill up fast.

Saturdays, October 13 / 20, 1:00pm

Les Dahsledt will present a two-part clinic on DCC Decoder installation and  DCC Decoder Programming.  The clinics will be given at the San Leandro Railroad Club.

DCC Decoder Installation Clinic: For those who've never installed a decoder, or who've experienced difficulty with installations. Discusses the steps required to test and prepare a locomotive for the installation of a decoder, the basics of the actual installation and methods of dealing with lighting; or in the case of sound decoders, the speaker. Participants will need to bring an appropriate conventional or sound DCC decoder, 16 volt lamps, a low wattage soldering iron, wire strippers, and small diameter shrink tubing. Limited to 8 participants. 

Approx. 3  hours.

 

DCC Decoder Programming Clinic: For those who've never programmed a decoder or have had difficulty doing so. Takes participants step by step through an actual programming process of a decoder they've successfully installed in a locomotive, using a North Coast Engineering ProCab throttle. Includes establishing both short and long addresses, setting acceleration and deceleration rates, starting / mid range / and maximum voltages, direction bit, speed steps, speed curves, lighting, function mapping and consisting. Discusses the importance of maintaining programming records and introduces participants to computer based programming of decoders using EasyRamp. Participants will need to bring a locomotive with a correctly installed decoder. Limited to 8 participants. 

Approx. 2 hours.
