NMRA Pike Registry by Jim Long

One of the NMRA’s volunteer services programs is the Pike Registry Program.  This is a place to register the name of your model railroad.  You can also register the reporting marks.  This program had become inactive some time ago but has now been taken over by a new volunteer.   It is back and running again.  When your register your railroad you get a certificate suitable for framing with your railroad name on it. The registry list your railroad, scale, reporting marks, visiting codes and exchange information.  Your railroad name is not guaranteed that it is exclusive but it does certify that a registered pike has not been registered to another modeler.  The cost is $5 for each name requested.
