They use several different ideas.   The HO layout is using the Chubb System.   The N Scale layout is using a combination of conventional DC and DCC.    The O Scale uses conventional DC.   It is very interesting to get to see the layout from the clubs point of view compared to the part that is shown to the public.   They are open to the public many weekends a year but you can’t see everything from the public areas This is an opportunity to see a world class model railroad club from a view that is different than the public.
